Exchange programs

The University of Franche-Comté is actively involved in the 
development of exchange programs allowing inbound and outbound 

mobility across all continents.

These programs give students the opportunity to expand their 
horizons and experiences while practicing one or more foreign 

languages and taking courses for credits. Those credits are 
transferrable to their home university. All students who have 

completed 60 ECTS (or 1 French academic year) at the university may 
apply to participate in those exchange programs.

available exchange programs and to provide all necessary information 
on study-abroad programs.
